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AN OPINION ADJECTIVE EXPLAINS WHAT YOU THINK ABOUT SOMETHING (OTHER PEOPLE MAY NOT AGREE WITH YOU)








A SIZE ADJECTIVE TELLS YOU HOW BIG OR SMALL SOMETHING IS: 


LARGE, TINY, ENORMOUS, LITTLE.











An age adjective tells you how young or old something or someone is: ancient, new, young, old.








A material adjective describes what something is made froM: wooden, metal, cotton, paper  





It is common to use more than one adjective before a noun -for example, "She is a pretty young woman”. When you use more than one adjective, you have to put them in the right order, according to the type of adjective. The usual order is:


OPINION+SIZE+SHAPE+AGE+COLOUR+ORIGIN+


MATERIAL+PURPOSE+NOUN








A SHAPE ADJECTIVE DESCRIBES THE SHAPE OF SOMETHING:


SQUARE, ROUND, FLAT, RECTANGULAR








A colour adjective, of course, describes the colour of something: blue, pink, grey











An origin adjective describes where something comes from:French, lunar, American, Greek








A purpose adjective describes what something is used for. These adjectives often end with "-ing". Examples: sleeping (as in "sleeping bag"), roasting (as in "roasting tin")
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
