1. Pedagogy 

Review of books about games in language teaching – explains why its important to use games in language teaching. As Kim (1995) states 'There are many advantages of using games in the classroom: 

1. Games are a welcome break from the usual routine of the language class. 
2. They are motivating and challenging.
3. Learning a language requires a great deal of effort. Games help students to make and sustain the effort of learning.
4. Games provide language practice in the various skills- speaking, writing, listening and reading. 
5. They encourage students to interact and communicate.
6. They create a meaningful context for language use.'
