· music: the poet chooses words of beautiful sound and so arranged then the words near each other will harmonize in sound.

Q4: How can we obtain music in poetry?
A. rhyme: words which have the same vowels sound ended with the same consonant sounds.
e.g.  strew on her roses roses… a
And never as play of you….b
In quiet share poses…..a
B. internal rhyme: the rhyme written in the same line not at the end of the line.
e.g. (It crocked and growled and rolled and holed)

C. hyper baton: transposition of words  from their usual order to achieve emphasis or to fit the rhyme.
e.g. (crashed the waves against shore)
D. alliteration: the repetition of consonant especially at the beginning of words at stressed syllable.
e.g. (The furrow followed free)
E. repetition: the same words repeating the line. To practice of repeating a word for the sake of emphasis of rhythm.
e.g.(the wood decay, the wood decay)
F. refrain: is a form of repetition. In some poem the same line of a part of it repeated at the end of the verse.

· Emotion: fourth essential characteristic of poetry. In prose writing appears more to the mind then to the heart but the function of poetry is to touch the heart. If the poet doesn't feel anything when he write the poet, the reader will feel nothing.

accent: word which describes stressed syllable.

Meter: -the arrangement of syllables in order to form verse.
-means the repetition in a poetic line of a regular rhythmic unit. In English the meter of a line is largely determined by the relationship between weak and strong (stress) syllable.

Foot: the basic units of meter which means the combination of stress and unstressed syllable
which make the basic rhythmic unit.

· the line containing of one foot called (monometer)
· the line containing of two feet called (diameter)
· the line containing of three feet called (trimeter)
· the line containing of four feet called (tetrameter)
· the line containing of five foot called (pentameter)
· the line containing of six foot called (hexameter)

::Figures of Speech and Stylistic Devices::

· Simile:
· definite expression of a likeness between different objects or events, the words "like", "seem", "as" and "similar to" are used to informing similes…
e.g.  Robert Burn: "O my love like a red red rose."
Words Worth: "When she I loved look every day fresh as a rose in June."
Christina Rossetti: "My heart is like a singing bird"

· Metaphor:
· A word which in ordinary usage means one kind of things is made to stand for another.
e.g. "Remember me when I'm gone away. Gone into the silent land..
*she means the land where dead people are buried*
 Donne: "she is all Kingdome and all princes, I"
 "they proved lions in a battle"
 "he is the pillar of the state"

· personification:
· The description of an inanimate object or obstruction as though it were a live.
e.g.  "when the darkness and corruption leave"
  "Gone into (a silent land)"
 "she likeness a planed  as man w….."

· Apostrophe:
· which consists of addressing someone absent of dead or something nonhuman as if that persons or things were present and a live and could replay to what is being said.
e.g.  "Roll, Or, thon deep and dark Ocean roll"
 William Blake: "tiger, tiger burning bright"

· Metonymy:
· this means that the name of one or the attributes of things has been substituted for the name of the thing it's self
e.g. (King- crown)

· Synecdoche:
· A part of something used to signify the whole
e.g. "deaf ears"

· Repetition:
-     to practice of repeating a word for the sake of emphasis of rhythm.
e.g. "Blow, Blow, the winter wind"

· Symbol:
· any sign which stands for a concept or idea.
e.g. Robert Frost: "The Road not taken", two road diverged in a yellow wood".
+++
· Antithesis:
· A contrast of idea marked by parallelism of contrasted word or phrase.
e.g. "They speak like Saints and act like devil"
"I was fascinated by the freshness of her artificial complexion"
+++
· Paradox:
· a statement which first appears silly or self contradictory but which turns out to have a serious meaning.
e.g. "The man who doesn't know fear, can't claim to be brave"
+++
· hyper baton:
· transposition of words from their usual order to achieve emphasis or to fit the rhyme.
e.g. "crashed the waves against shore"

· Alliteration:
· the repetition of the initial letter or sound into two more closely associated words or stressed syllable.
e.g. - "or snorted we in the seven sleeper den"    Example of letter
- "I send thee the late a rosy wreath"              Example of sound

· Consonance:
· repetition of the same consonant after different vowels in words next to or near to one another.
e.g. " black- click"        " reader- rider"

· Assonance:
· the repetition of identical or related vowel sound especially in stressed syllable.
e.g. Such a right a little
Tight a little
slight a little
Tim a little, Slim a little .

Stanza:
- If we look at any long poem, we can find it divided into unit this unit called stanza, each unit comprising of several lines.
· the stanza consists of three lines called (triplet)
· the stanza consists of four  lines called (quatrain)
· the stanza consists of five lines called (quintet )
· the stanza consists of six lines called (sextian or sestet)
· the stanza consists of seven lines called (septet)
· the stanza consists of eight lines called (octave)

Q5: What are the kinds of poetry?
1) Lyrical Poetry:
· a short and intensely personal and passionate poem.
EXAMPLE OF LYRICAL POETRY:
a) Ode:  Along lyrical poem serious in subject, elevated in style elaborated in stanzic structure..
b) Elegy: a lyrical poem about death and serious subjective poetic meditation.
c) Song: lyrical poem intended far singing
d) Hymn: lyrical poem expresses the religious feeling and intended to be sung in chorus.

2) Dramatic poetry:
· Tragedy, Comedy, Masque and Monologue.
+++
3) Narrative poetry:
a) Ballad: a form of verse intended for singing or recitation and presenting a dramatic or exciting episode in a simple narrative form.
b) Epic: Along narrative poem presenting heroic characters who take a part in a series of adventure or event in an extended period of time.
c) Romance: a story about knight their ladies in adventure.

4) Didactic poetry:
a) Allegory: a poetry in which, characters, events, or object are presented symbolically so that the story conveys a meaning deeper than the characters describe.

b) Sative: A verse blending a critical attitude with wit the purpose of it to ridicule frailties on a person or a custom causing laugh inspire the desire to correction.

5) Descriptive poetry:
· direct description of characters of events.
a) Pastoral Poetry: dealing with golden age in which the main characters are idealized shepherd.
b) Eclogue: dialogue between shepherd.
